the Ogre Municipality (Republic of Latvia), represented by the сhairman of the Municipality Council Egils Helmanis, acting on the basis of the binding regulations of the Ogre Municipality No. 12/2021 “Regulations of the Ogre Municipality”, issued on July 1, 2021,  
Ogre Technical School, represented by director Ilze Brante, acting on the basis of the Regulation and

State Professional and Technical Educational Establishment “Snovsk Higher Professional College of Forestry”, represented by director Larisa Dubina, acting on the basis of the Charter, hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”, have concluded the present Agreement on the following:
1. Subject of the Agreement
1.1. The subject matter of this Agreement is the cooperation of Parties in the development of international cooperation, improvement, and internationalization of the educational process.
1.2. In order to implement constructive cooperation, Parties have agreed on cooperation and equal partnership.
1.3. Parties agreed to consider this Agreement as an effective way of implementing international relations and educational policy.
1.4. In their relations, Parties shall be guided by legislative and subordinate acts of Ukraine and the Republic of Latvia and this Agreement.
2. Basic Principles of Cooperation between the Parties
2.1. Under this Agreement the Parties will seek to build their relations on the basis of equality, partnership and protection of the rights and interests of each Party.
3. The Main Areas of Cooperation between the Parties
3.1. The main areas of cooperation of the Parties are:
3.1.1. implementation of joint international projects, programs, and activities;
3.1.2. making proposals for regional and sectoral international and educational programs;
3.1.3. assistance in the organization and implementation of joint scientific, educational, informational, and other activities, projects, actions, programs, etc;
3.1.4. popularization of the Parties' activities by building partnerships, involving employees in joint activities, consultations, lectures, seminars, specialized courses, conferences, etc;
3.1.5. promotion of scientific and creative contests, competitions, tournaments, and other children and youth activities;
3.1.6. creating favorable conditions for students to participate in public life, form an active civic position, search for and support youth leaders; conducting joint practices and internships;
3.1.7. facilitating the involvement of business representatives in forums, scientific and practical conferences, round tables, discussion panels, and seminars, including field trips;
3.1.8. organization of experience exchange in the field of innovation in the educational process;
3.1.9. organization of internships; professional development of the teaching staff;
3.1.10. establishment of cooperation to provide assistance to pupils and students affected by the war in Ukraine;
3.1.11. organization of assistance to institutions working under martial law in Ukraine.
4. Obligations of the Parties
4.1 The Parties have the right to use their own intellectual resources, developments, and innovations, reputation, existing business relations, professional and managerial qualities of their own specialists, as well as other relevant intangible assets in their cooperation relations.
4.2. Parties have the right to provide each other with public information relevant to cooperation.
4.3. The Parties organize and hold joint public events (working meetings, training, conferences, webinars online) to discuss issues related to the implementation of areas of cooperation.
4.4. The Parties undertake to maintain business as well as social contacts and in every way promote the development of other forms of cooperation in order to achieve the goals specified in the Agreement.
4.5. If necessary, the Parties take part in the development of recommendations and information materials necessary for joint work.
4.6. The Parties take measures, upon mutual agreement, aimed at informing the public about the cooperation and further highlighting them in the information resources of the Parties.
5. Final Items
5.1. The parties may cooperate jointly with third parties.
5.2 The Agreement doesn’t not affect any other arrangements or agreements made by the Parties or any agreements between the Parties.
5.3. Any controversial issues of interpretation or application of this Agreement will be resolved through consultations and negotiations.
5.4. The Agreement is made in eight copies in Ukrainian and English languages, identical and having equal legal force, two for each Party.
